Redecoration and Refurbishment at Canbury

Our Site Manager, Ben Stevens, has been very busy redecorating the ground floor room
during the holiday. New carpets have been laid in the School Secretary’s Office and Year 10
and Year 11 classrooms. Various upgrades have been made to the IT facilities and a new
water fountain has been installed in the new extension. However, it has been very
disappointing that we have still not been able to resurface and complete the playground area.
